ACANTHUS mollis ‘Rue Ledan’

Pure white flowers on silvery spires in late summer.
ACANTHUS spinosus

Dark green shiny leaves, deeply divided. Tall spires of mauve flowers
followed by good seed heads.

ACANTHUS ‘Whitewater’
Dark green foliage with white edging, white flowers dusted with pink.
ACHILLEA ‘Apple Blossom’

Dark green foliage, flowers open peachy pink and age to a darker pink.
Vigorous.

ACHILLEA ‘Credo’
Creamy yellow flowers. Tallish.

ACHILLEA ‘Lachsschoenheit’

Soft peach flowers in mid-summer inspire the name ‘Salmon Beauty'. If
cut back flowers again in autumn.

ACHILLEA millefolium ‘Red Velvet’

Rich red flowers which hold their colour throughout the summer. Needs
Sun.

ACHILLEA nobilis subsp. neilreichii

Masses of grey fluffy foliage. Creamy flowers.
ACHILLEA ‘Walther Funcke’
Bright orange flowers.

ACONITUM carmichaelii 'Cloudy’

Soft blue and white flowers in late summer PBR
ACONITUM ‘lvorine’

Creamy white flowers in a compact plant. Good in shade. Summer
flowering.

ACONITUM carmichaelii ‘Barker’s Variety’
An erect plant, the flowers in early autumn are soft blue in loose spikes.

ACONITUM lycoctonum

Dark green leaves and parchment coloured flowers in summer. The
roots are poisonous. Easy.

ACONITUM napellus '‘Albidum’

Dark green leaves and parchmant coloured flowers in the summer. The
roots are poisonous. Easy
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ACTAEA matsumurae ‘White Pearl’

Green divided foliage. Bottle brushes of white flowers in autumn.
Needs some shade and good soil.

ACTAEA racemosa

Pure white flowers form the ‘bottle brushes’ on this excellent plant.
Flowers appear from late summer through to autumn.

ACTAEA simplex 'Atropurpurea Group'

Brown stems and foliage. Spires of white scented flowers in early
autumn

ACTAEA simplex ‘Brunette’

Dark purple foliage with pinky-white flowers in late summer. Fragrant.
AEGOPODIUM podogaria ‘Variegatum’

The variegated ground elder, not as vigorous as the plain variety.

AGAPANTHUS ‘Black Magic’

Almost black buds from which inky pendant flowers open in summer.
Needs winter protection.

AGAPANTHUS ‘Black Pantha’

Late flowering with very deep blue pendulous flowers. Hardy in sunny
well drained conditions. PBR

AGAPANTHUS ‘Enigma’

Flowers are blue in the centre fading white at the edge of the petals.
Evergreen, so needs very well drained conditions and sun.

AGAPANTHUS 'Fireworks'

Huge heads of white flowers flushed with a dark blue at the base.
Protect from frost. PBR

AGAPANTHUS ‘Golden Drop’

Leaves edged with golden yellow. Pale blue flowers. Sun, hardy, dwarf.
PBR

AGAPANTHUS imperatus ‘Graskop’

The buds are held upright until they open very dark blue when they
then become pendulous. Deciduous.

AGAPANTHUS ‘Icicles’
A white deciduous form so much more hardy in the North.
AGAPANTHUS ‘Megan’s Mauve’

Evergreen foliage, large bluey-mauve flowers with a central stripe of
dark blue on each petal.

AGAPANTHUS ‘Midnight Star’

Very dark blue flowers. Deciduous, so hardier than most.
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AGAPANTHUS ‘Northern Star’

Dark purple buds, star-shaped blue flowers with a darker Stripe.
Deciduous. PBR

AGAPANTHUS ‘Purple Cloud’

Dark black-purple flowers in late summer. Hardy.
AGAPANTHUS ‘Sea Coral’

Pretty white flowers, pinkish apex. Narrow evergreen leaves.
AGAPANTHUS ‘Silver Moon’

Blue flowers with good foliage edged with white. PBR

AGAPANTHUS ‘Twister’

Bi-colour flowers, blue in the centre, white at the petal edge.
Deciduous. PBR

AGAPANTHUS ‘Windsor Grey’

Large heads open grey and fade to a pinkish grey. Deciduous and v.
hardy.

AGASTACHE ‘Blackadder’

Fat spikes of bright blue in late summer. Loved by bees. Needs well
drained conditions in sun.

AGASTACHE ‘Blue Boa’

Fat violet-blue spikes all summer. Needs sun and well drained
conditions. Bee plant. PBR

AGASTACHE ‘Kudos Gold’

Dark orange buds opening to paler orange. Needs sun and good
drainage. Bee plant.

AGASTACHE rugosa ‘Golden Jubilee’

Golden foliage, blue flowers in late summer. Not too sunny to stop the
foliage scorching. PBR

AGERATINA altissima ‘Chocolate’

Very dark brown foliage, white flowers in late summer. The foliage
colours best in sun.

AJUGA reptans ‘Black Scallop’

Very dark glossy leaves making excellent ground cover in sun. Fat
spikes of deep blue flowers. PBR

ALCHEMILLA conjuncta

Small soft green leaves with silver undersides. Small scented greenish
flowers in summer.

ALCHEMILLA erythropoda
Like a miniature A. mollis.
ALCHEMILLA mollis

Lady’s mantle. Mound of rounded foliage, lime green flowers.
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ALLIUM millenium

Perennial form of allium making good clumps with pinky-purple
spherical flower heads in summer.Dry conditions.

ALSTROEMERIA ‘Freedom’

Rose pink flowers touched with peach and white, 8 maroon speckles.
Late summer. Hardy.

ALSTROEMERIA ‘Indian Summer’

Bronze foliage and exotic orange and yellow flowers from early
summer onward. Well drained conditions. PBR

ALSTROEMERIA ‘Sweet Laura’

Yellow and apricot flowers, vigorous and hardy. Late summer into
autumn. PBR

AMSONIA tabernaemontana
Loose sprays of starry slate blue flowers in early summer. Sun

ANAPHALIS nepalensis var.monocephala

Greyish foliage covered with white ‘everlasting’ flowers from July.
Forms a good mound.

ANEMONE ‘Dreaming Swan’

Soft pink flowers fading to white with a purple reverse. Autumn. Needs
fertile soil.

ANEMONE hupehensis ‘Hadspen abundance’

Single flowers, are dark pinky mauve petal, alternating with paler pink
petal.

ANEMONE hupehensis ‘Praecox’

One of the earliest to flower in August. Single rosy pink.
ANEMONE hupehensis var. japonica ‘Pamina’

A low growing form with up-turned flowers of deep pink. Compact.
ANEMONE hupehensis var. japonica ‘Rotkappchen’

Semi double dark pink flower in late summer.

ANEMONE x hybrid ‘Andrea Atkinson’

Large single white flowers in autumn. Good in shade

ANEMONE x hybrida ‘Robustissima’

A vigorous anemone with pink flowers earlier in the year than A.
japonica.

ANEMONE x hybrida ‘Whirlwind’
Semi-double white flowered form.

ANEMONE leveillei

Single white flowers, flushed with pink and with lots of dark anthers.
Flowering in June.

ANEMONE multifida (magellanica)

Creamy white flowers followed by woolly seed heads.
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ANEMONE ranunculoides
Yellow flowers in spring on this running wood anemone.

ANEMONE rupicola ‘Ruffled Swan’
White semi-double flowers with a bluish reverse. Late summer.
ANEMONE sylvestris

The snowdrop anemone has small nodding white flowers in early
summer followed by fluffy seed heads.

ANGELICA sylvestris ‘Ebony’

Dark foliage and grey-pink cow parsley heads — gives structure in the
border. Biennial.

ANTHEMIS tinctoria ‘E. C. Buxton’

A low growing form with parsley-like leaves and creamy- yellow flowers
for most of the summer and into autumn.

ANTHEMIS tinctoria ‘Sauce Hollandaise’

The same dark green foliage as ‘E C Buxton’ but the pale yellow
flowers fade to white. Best in sun and well drained conditions.

ANTHRISCUS sylvestris ‘Ravenswing’
A cow parsley with brown leaves. The usual white flowers. Biennial.

ARISARUM proboscideum

The small brown flowers look like little mice. They appear in May and
the foliage disappears in late summer.

ARMORACIA rusticana ‘Variegata’

Variegated Horseradish. In the Spring the large upright leaves are
splashed with white. Small white flowers in early summer.

ARTEMISIA lactiflora Guizhou Group

This form has brown stems and greeny-black leaves with the usual
creamy flowers in late summer.

ARTEMISIA ludoviciana ‘Silver Queen’
Upright growth, broad grey leaves. Dies down in winter.
ARTEMISIA pontica

Very finely cut grey foliage with insignificant flowers. Spreads quite
rapidly and good under shrub roses.

ARTEMISIA ‘Powis Castle’
Non flowering hardy evergreen shrub, pale grey foliage.
ARUM italicum ‘Pictum’

The marbled leaves appear in the autumn and survive the worst winter
weather. Lords and ladies flowers are followed by spikes of red berries
when the leaves have disappeared.

ARUNCUS dioicus

A large plant with handsome leaves and large cream plumes in mid-
summer. Will survive anywhere.
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ARUNCUS ‘Horatio’ AGM

Airy Astilbe-like creamy-white flowers. Finely cut foliage with good
autumn colour. An Ernst Pagel’s introduction

ASARUM epigynum ‘ Takasago-Saishin’ NEW AGM

Arrow-shaped dark green foliage veined with silver. Evergreen and will
grow in dark shade

ASARUM europaeum AGM

Grown for its shiny, round, evergreen leaves. Insignificant flowers Good
ground cover.

ASARUM splendens

Large evergreen leaves marked with silver very like an evergreen
hardy cyclamen. Insignificant flowers in spring.

ASTER ageratoides ‘Ashri’
Clump forming and covered with white flowers from July until the frosts.

ASTER aurellius ‘Brilliant’
Bushy, covered with shaggy pink flowers in late summer. Ideal to pick.

ASTER peduncularis

Large violet-blue, yellow centred daisies. Compact and mildew free.
Late summer. Will grow in dry shade

ASTER x frikartii ‘Monch’ AGM

Large blue flowers with a yellow eye. Always much admired. Flowers in
late summer.

ASTER ‘Pink Star’

The name aptly describes this cultivar which flowers in early autumn.

ASTER ageratoides ‘Harry Smith’

Dark stems topped with many pink flowers in autumn. Good even in dry
shade.

ASTER cordifolius ‘Little Carlow* see Symphyotrichum
ASTER divaricatus see Eurybia

ASTER ericoides ‘Cinderella‘ see Symphyotrichum

ASTER ericoides ‘Ringdove’ see Symphyotrichum

Magenta pink flowers in large spikes in late summer.

ASTILBE ‘Chocolate Shogun’

Brown coloured glossy foliage, pale pink flowers in mid-summer.
ASTILBOIDES tabularis

Large circular leaves and sprays of cream flowers in summer.
ASTRANTIA ‘Dark Shiny Eyes’

Silver centres surrounded by red tinged bracts, a pretty combination.

ASTRANTIA major ‘Buckland’

One of the best Astrantias. Large dusty-pink flowers surrounded by
silver- green bracts.

ASTRANTIA major ‘Roma’ AGM

Large silver- pink flowers over a long period. PBR
ASTRANTIA major ‘Star of Beauty’

Two-tone effect with clusters of tiny white and purplish red flowers.

PBR

ASTRANTIA major ‘Sunningdale Variegated’ AGM
Greenish-white flowers, the leaves are splashed with yellow. Best in

sun.

ASTRANTIA maxima AGM

Exquisite flowers, pink with pronounced ruff of rose-pink. Spreads well
in good soil.
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ASTRANTIA ‘Midnight Owl’
Large purple red flowers set inside silvery bracts
ASTRANTIA ‘Moulin Rouge’

Large deep red, almost black flowers in early summer. Sterile, so no
seedlings and flowers for much longer. PBR

ASTRANTIA ‘Superstar’

Said to be an improvement on ‘Shaggy’. Green tipped large white
flowers. PBR

BAPTISIA australis
Blue green foliage. Indigo blue, lupin-like flowers in June.

BAPTISIA australis ‘Alba’

Clouds of blue-grey foliage topped with lupin-like spikes of white. Easy
and beautiful

BAPTISIA ‘Carolina Moonlight’

Butter yellow spires above excellent blue-green foliage. Early summer

BAPTISIA ‘Dutch Chocolate’

Chocolate-purple spires above blue-green foliage. Early summer.
BAPTISIA ‘Pink Truffles’

Mauvy-pink flowers, excellent dusty green foliage. One of Hans
Hansen’s new introduction.

BAPTISIA ‘Vanilla Cream’

Pastel yellow buds open to creamy white spikes in early summer.
Excellent grey-green foliage.

BERGENIA ‘Abendglocken’

This form has leaves which turn red as soon as the weather becomes
cold. Deep rosy-pink flowers in spring.

BERGENIA ‘Baby Doll’
Pale pink flowers, rounded leaves.

BERGENIA ‘Bach’

Pink buds develop into white flowers in spring which stay white. Red
flushed evergreen winter foliage.

BERGENIA cordifolia ‘Eroica’
Large pale green leaves turn coppery red in autumn and through the

winter. Deep pink flowers are held in large clusters well above the
foliage in spring.

BERGENIA 'Diamond Drops'

Compact with good dark evergreen foliage and pure white flowers in
spring.
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BERGENIA pacumbis formerly B. ciliata ligulata

This form has smooth green leaves with a hairy edge. Deciduous.
Grown from Chadwell wild collected seed.

BIDENS aurea

Excellent upright plant flowering from late summer to the frosts. White
daisy flowers top the stems covered with ferny foliage.

BORAGO pygmaea
Bright blue flowers, fading to pink with age. Sprawling.
BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Alexander’s Great’

Huge silver veined leaves. Blue forget-met—not flowers in spring.
PBR

BRUNNERA macrophylia ‘Betty Bowring’
Pure white flowered form. Plain green leaves.
BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Jack Frost’

Leaves suffused with silver and edged with dark green. The usual blue
flowers in spring. Eye catching. PBR

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Jack’s Gold’

A sport of “Jack Frost”. The young foliage has a golden frosting which
fades to silver. The stem leaves are also golden. Excellent with blue
flowers.

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Jennifer’

Blue and white flowers above green foliage. More stable than B.’Starry
Eyes’ that we have listed before.

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Kings Ransom’

Wide creamy edge to the leaves which are also slightly silver. Smaller
growing than other Brunneras. PBR

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Looking Glass’

Completely silver leaves, blue flowers in spring. Excellent shade plant.
PBR

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Mr Morse’

Another good new variety, large silvery leaves like ‘Jack Frost’ but with
white flowers in spring. PBR

BRUNNERA macrophylla ‘Silver Wings’

Large leaves marked with silver. Again, a very useful vigorous shade
plant. Blue flowers in spring.

BRUNNERA ‘Sea Heart’

Large thick leaves suffused with silver. Two toned flowers of pink and
blue in spring.
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BUNIUM ferulaceum
White cow parsley type flowers, the outer florets being loose and lacey.

Evergreen basal foliage. Well drained conditions

CAMASSIA leichtlinii ‘Alba’

Slender spires of starry white blooms. Flowers in early summer and
excellent naturalised in grass.

CAMASSIA leichtlinii ‘Semiplena’

Creamy white, semi-double flowers. The last to flower here in June. All
the Camassias are excellent naturalised in grass.

CAMASSIA leichtlinii subsp. suksdorfii Caerula Group
Tall bright blue spikes in May.
CAMPANULA alliariifolia

Heart-shaped leaves form a clump from which rise stems hung with
cream bells in mid-Summer.

CAMPANULA glomerata ‘Caroline’

From a rosette of foliage stems support tight clusters of shell- pink
flowers, marked with mauve. A useful colour form.

CAMPANULA incurva

Huge inflated ice blue flowers throughout the summer. Perennial in well
drained conditions.

CAMPANULA ‘Iridescent Bells’

Deep purple buds open to soft lavender flowers from June to the frosts.
PBR

CAMPANULA ‘Kent Belle’

Tubular bells of dark blue in late summer.
CAMPANULA lactiflora ‘Loddon Anna’

As ‘Prichard’s Variety’ but with flesh-pink flowers.
CAMPANULA lactiflora ‘Prichard’s Variety’

Heads formed of numerous violet-blue bells in late summer. If
dead-headed, will flower into autumn.

CAMPANULA lactiflora ‘White Pouffe’
Hummocks covered in mid-summer with numerous white flowers
CAMPANULA latifolia var. macrantha

Large mauvy-purple tubular bells on stout stems.
CAMPANULA ‘Paul Furse’ see Symphandra

CAMPANULA punctata

Tubular bells of white, pink or maroon spotted flowers needs sun and
can be invasive. Grown from seed.
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CAMPANULA ‘Sarastro’

Long bells of dark purply blue, like C. ‘Kent Belle’ but has more flowers
and is more compact.

CAMPANULA trachelium ‘Bernice’
Very double blue bells on branching stems.
CENTAUREA dealbata ‘Steenbergii’

Finely cut leaves with grey undersides. Large dark carmine flowers in
summer. Useful and easy plant.

CENTAUREA hypoleuca ‘John Coutts’

Grey-green leaves and deep rose ‘knapweed’ flowers most of the
summer.

CENTAUREA ‘Jordy’
Deep maroon flowers, unusual grey-green foliage.
CENTAUREA montana ‘Alba’

Rosettes of leaves and large white cornflowers in early summer. Best
in some sun.

CENTAUREA montana ‘Black Sprite’

Purplish-black spindly flowers above a compact clump of foliage. Best
in sun.

CENTAUREA montana ‘Parham’

Large pinky-mauve flowers, silver foliage.
CENTAUREA ‘Silver Feather’

Lacy silver foliage and large lilac flowers in late summer. Well drained
conditions.

CEPHALARIA gigantea

We have often been asked for this large creamy-yellow scabious.
Flowers in midsummer.

CERATOSTIGMA plumbaginoides

Bright blue flowers in autumn with foliage that turns red makes this a
pleasing late perennial. Needs sun and well drained conditions.

CHAEROPHYLLUM hirsutum 'Roseum’ NEW

Lilac pink cow parsley-type flowers in late spring

CHAMERION angustifolia alba

(syn. EPILOBIUM angustifolium var. album). The white form of rosebay
willow-herb. Spires of white flowers on this plant with running roots.
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CHAMERION angustifolia ‘Stahl Rose’

Lovely, large pink flowers with a darker eye on this willow- herb. Not
too spreading and very pretty in late summer to autumn.

CHELONE obligue

Lilac-pink flowers in early autumn are very welcome. The name
‘Turtlehead’ is supposed to describe the flowers.

CIMICIFUGA have been re-named as ACTAEA

CIRSIUM heterophyllum ‘Pink Blush’

White thistle heads tipped with pink. Very pretty. Green foliage with
silver backing.

CIRSIUM rivulare ‘Atropurpureum’

A thistle with dark red flowers in June make it a useful plant. If cut down
you get another crop of flowers in autumn.

CIRSIUM rivulare ‘Frosted Magic’

White thistle flowers for most of the summer. Needs sun and well-
drained conditions. New at Chelsea 2016.

CIRSIUM rivulare 'Trevors Blue Wonder'

More purple than blue, excellent thistle flower heads in mid-summer.
Good for bees. PBR

CLEMATIS recta ‘Purpurea’

Purplish foliage in spring fades to green during the summer. Clouds of
small white flowers and fluffy seedheads

CLERODENDRON bungei

Upright stems topped with clusters of small pink flowers. Very useful
flowering in autumn.

CONVALLARIA majalis ‘Hardwick Hall’
Green leaves edged in creamy yellow, with scented flowers.
CONVALLARIA majalis ‘prolificans’

Double, white, lily-of-the-valley, fragrant and good in shade. Flowers in
early summer.

CONVALLARIA majalis var. rosea
A lily-of-the-valley with small, fragrant, pinkish flowers.

CORYDALIS ‘Craigton Blue’

Vigorous hybrid with intense sky-blue flowers in early summer.
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CORYDALIS flexuosa ‘Blackberry Wine’
Bluey green ferny foliage, fragrant pinkish purple flowers in spring.
CORYDALIS lutea

Ferny foliage with yellow flowers from spring onwards. An old cottage
favourite

CRAMBE cordifolia

Huge dark green leaves, thick stem supports a cloud of tiny white
flowers in summer.

CRAMBE maritima AGM

Wonderful large grey leaves, head of tiny white flowers in early
summer.

CROCOSMIA x crocosmiiflora ‘Zeal Tan’
Bright orange flowers with a yellow eye.

CROCOSMIA ‘Fire King’

Dark green leaves. Deep crimson-scarlet flowers in late summer.
Vigorous in well drained conditions.

CROCOSMIA ‘Hellfire’
Large dark red flowers on dark stems late summer.

CROCOSMIA ‘Okavango’

Large coppery-peach flowers in late summer. Sterile, so flowers for a
long period. Needs sun. PBR

CROCOSMIA ‘Orange Pekhoe’

Interesting flowers with orange and yellow alternate petals. Backs of
the flowers are red. PBR

CROCOSMIA ‘Paul’s Best Yellow’

Huge golden-yellow flowers reminiscent of ‘Lucifer’ and just as
vigorous.

CROCOSMIA ‘Saracen’

Dark foliage and large tomato-red flowers in late summer.

DARMERA peltata AGM

The umbrella plant has leaves 1' across, appearing after the starry pink
flowers in early spring. Makes a creeping rhizome and thrives in damp
soil.

DIANTHUS barbatus ‘Monksilver Black’

Black evergreen foliage and almost black flowers in mid- summer.

DIANTHUS cruentus
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DICENTRA ‘Burning Hearts’

Wonderful new Dicentra with blue-grey foliage and dark red flowers
edged with white. PBR

DICENTRA ‘lvory Hearts’

Grey foliage and white flowers. The new varieties flower for a much
longer period. PBR

DICENTRA scandens

Yellow lockets in the autumn on this scrambling form. Pretty foliage and
seems hardy here.

DICENTRA spectabilis see Lamprocapnos
DIGITALIS grandiflora AGM

Large soft yellow flowers. Excellent woodland plant.

DISPOROPSIS pernyi

Very like a small Solomon’s Seal but evergreen. White flowers in June.
Good in fertile soil in shade.

ECHINACEA purpurea ‘Green Jewel’

Broad green petals becoming suffused with red as they mature.
Autumn. PBR

ECHINACEA purpurea ‘Rubinstern’

Large, ruby-red flowers in late summer, held on sturdy stems.
PBR

ECHINACEA purpurea ‘White Swan’

Large broad-petalled daisy flowers, white with a large dark central
cone, all summer and into the autumn. PBR

ECHINACEA ‘Sunrise’

Elegant cream and pale apricot flowers, with greenish centre. Flowers
in late summer. PBR

EOMECON chionantha

Large round leaves of grey-green tinged with brown. Nodding white
flowers in spring. Spreading woodland plant

EPILOBIUM angustifolium var. album
Now known as Chamerion angustifolia alba.

EPIMEDIUM ‘Amber Queen’
Golden yellow flowers which turn orange. Spring. PBR
EPIMEDIUM grandiflorum ‘Lilafee’

An Ernst Pagels introduction with excellent dark foliage in the spring
and dark purple flowers. Deciduous.
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EPIMEDIUM grandiflorum ‘Rose Queen’

Deep pink flowers in the spring. Deciduous.

EPIMEDIUM x perralchicum ‘Frohnleiten’

Spiney evergreen leaves and large, showy, yellow flowers in spring.
Will tolerate dry conditions.

EPIMEDIUM ‘Pink EIf

EPIMEDIUM x rubrum

Good foliage staying on the plant until the following spring, having
coloured to red in the autumn. Rose-pink flowers in the spring.

EPIMEDIUM x versicolor ‘Sulphureum’

Evergreen foliage marked with bronze in the autumn. Bronzy new
foliage in the spring is excellent with the pale yellow flowers.

EPIMEDIUM x warleyense ‘Orangekonigin’

Another Ernst Pagels introduction. Evergreen with pale orange flowers
in spring.

EPIMEDIUM x youngianum ‘Merlin’

Dusky violet and white flowers in spring. Deciduous.
EPIMEDIUM x youngianum ‘Niveum’

Small white flowers on this easy variety.

EPIMEDIUM x youngianum ‘Roseum’

A cross between E. diphyllum and E. grandiflorum. Pink flowers in
spring. Prefers some shade and not too dry.

EQUISETUM hyemale

Decorative evergreen shoots with dark black rings up the stems. Runs,
so excellent in a pot.

ERIGERON ‘Dunkelste Aller’
Large purple daisy flowers in summer.
ERYNGIUM agavifolium

Rosette of green leaves, strong upright stems topped by moss green
thistles. Best in dry conditions.

ERYNGIUM giganteum

Marvellous metallic cones on stiff stems. Biennial but seeds freely.
Good bee plant.

ERYNGIUM x zabelii ‘Big Blue’
Large thistle heads opening pale blue and darkening with age.

ERYNGIUM x zabelii ‘Jos Eijking’

Lavender-blue flower heads on a statuesque plant. Good in dry
conditions. Late summer. PBR
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ERYNGIUM x zabelii ‘Neptune’s Gold’

The plant of 2014. Bright golden foliage, in the spring fades to soft
yellow when the blue thistles appear. PBR

EUPATORIUM fistulosum f. albidum ‘Massive White’

Vigorous form with strong stems and large heads of white flowers.
Good for butterflies.

EUPATORIUM maculatum ‘Atropurpureum’

Purplish stems and deep purplish-rose coloured flowers on this striking
plant. Flowers in early autumn and needs space and rich soil.

EUPATORIUM rugosum ‘Chocolate’ Renamed AGERATINA
altissima ‘Chocolate’
EUPHORBIA amygdaloides ‘Purpurea’

Burgundy purple foliage. Greenish yellow flowers in spring.Evergree
EUPHORBIA cornigera

Vivid yellow-green flowers. White mid-rib to the dark green leaves. Mid-
summer.

EUPHORBIA characias ‘Silver Edge’

Compact form with grey leaves edged with white. Needs good drainage
and sun.

EUPHORBIA corallioides
A clump former with bright yellow flowers in spring.

EUPHORBIA palustris ‘Waldenburg’s Glorie’

Large flower heads of yellow in late spring. Foliage turns yellow in
autumn.

EUPHORBIA schillingii

Clump forming with dark green leaves and paler veins. Lime green
flowers in late summer.

EUPHORBIA mellifera

This has survived in our garden on a west wall. Lovely bright green
leaves with a paler rib. Flowers in early summer are honey-scented.

EUPHORBIA myrsinites
Prostrate stems, grey leaves, lime-green flowers.
EUPHORBIA wallichii ambig.

Upright clump of dark green foliage with white midribs. Bright yellow
flowers in early summer.

EUPHORBIA x martinii

Compact mound of evergreen foliage, new growth in the spring is
tipped red. Acid yellow flowers in spring. Well drained conditions.
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EURYBIA divaricatus

Black stems and dark green leaves topped with tiny white flowers in
autumn. Lovely flopping over plants which flower earlier.

EURYBIA x herveyi formerly ASTER macrophyllus ‘“Twilight’

Heart-shaped leaves, violet flowers in August. Will grow in shade.
FELICIA petiolata

Covered with mauve flowers for months. Spreading roots and runs.

FILIPENDULA ‘Kahome’

A dwarf meadowsweet with feathery heads and tiny pink flowers in late
summer.

FILIPENDULA rubra ‘Venusta’

A large plant for damp soil. The huge pink flower heads are wonderful
in summer. Vigorous Heart-shaped leaves, violet
flowers in August. Will grow in shade.

FILIPENDULA vulgaris ‘Multiplex’
The foliage is like a fern above which rise the double white flowers.

FOENICULUM vulgare purpureum
Bronze fennel, aromatic bronzy-brown, very fine foliage.

GALATELLA sedifolia formerly Aster sediflorius

Blue flowers with narrow petals in a loose clump. Useful in flowering
from August to autumn.

GALEGA officinalis
White pea flowers in loose spikes in summer. Good pinnate foliage.
GALIUM odoratum

(Sweet woodruff) Creeping, with white fragrant flowers in May. Good in
shade.

GERANIUM ‘Ann Folkard’

From a clump of foliage this sends out long stems ending in magenta
flowers with a black eye. It is a cross between
G. procurrens and G. psilostemon.

GERANIUM 'Ann Thomson.'

(G.procurrens x G. psilostemon) Very similar magenta flowers to ‘Ann
Folkard' but more compact.

Geranium ‘Azure Rush’

A spot of “Rozanne” but more compact. Pale blue flowers from summer
to early frosts.
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GERANIUM ‘Baby Blue’
Large violet-blue flowers. Finely cut foliage.
GERANIUM ‘Blue Blood’

Very deep blue flowers with reddish markings. Flowering in mid-
summer. A Marco van Noordt introduction.

GERANIUM ‘Blue Cloud’ AGM

Masses of starry blue flowers, the name is very apt.

GERANIUM ‘Blue Pearl’

Lilac, soft blue flowers with deeper veining at the base of the petals. A
seedling from G. ‘Brookside’. Greyish foliage.

GERANIUM ‘Blue Sunrise’

Yellow fringe in the spring. Large blue flowers in early summer.

GERANIUM 'Brookside' AGM

(G.pratense x G.clarkei ‘Kashmir Purple’) | thought this was exactly like
G. ‘Johnson’s Blue’ when | first grew it, actually it is a much better
plant, flowering from May to November with bowl-shaped blue flowers.

GERANIUM x cantabrigiense

Makes a dense mat of fragrant leaves. Flowers pinky- mauve for a long
period.

GERANIUM x cantabrigiense ‘Biokovo’

A cross between G. macrorrhizum and G. dalmaticum. Evergreen with
pale pink flowers.

GERANIUM cantabrigiense ‘Crystal Rose’

Cerise flowers in early summer. Fragrant evergreen foliage turning
reddish brown in winter.

GERANIUM cantabrigiense ‘St Ola’

A mat of bright green evergreen foliage and pale pink, almost white
flowers in summer. Excellent ground cover.

GERANIUM x cantabrigense ‘Westray’

A new form with the usual small evergreen foliage and pink flowers.
PBR

GERANIUM cinereum ‘Jolly Jewel Lilac’ AGM

Lilac flowers for most of the summer. PBR
GERANIUM cinereum ‘Jolly Jewel Silver’

Small with large bright pink flowers. Long flowering. Needs sun.

Salmon-pink small flowers in June. Light green leaves.
GERANIUM ‘Hexham Velvet’

Marbled foliage, pink flowers in late summer. Sprawling.
GERANIUM himalayense ‘Derrick Cook’

Large white flowers with darker veining.
GERANIUM himalayense ‘Gravetye’ AGM

This form has larger blue flowers and is more compact.
GERANIUM himalayense ‘Irish Blue’

Large cup shaped flowers of pale blue throughout the summer.
Spreading.

GERANIUM himalayense ‘Plenum’
Double lilac purple flowers.
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GERANIUM ‘Johnson’s Blue’

Divided leaves which colour in the autumn. Blue flowers. Tends to flop.
GERANIUM ‘Joy’

Beautiful pale pink, bowl shaped flowers in late summer. Makes a
mound of foliage topped with masses of flowers.

GERANIUM kishtvariense

Large bright pinkish-purple flowers in late summer. Best in some shade
and not too dry conditions.

Large, bright yellow leaves with a centre blotch of red. White
flowers. Grow out of full sun to stop scorch. The leaves become
greenish in summer. PBR

X HEUCHERELLA ‘Sweet Tea’

Orange leaves marked with a central cinnamon star. The large leaves
darken during the summer. PBR

X HEUCHERELLA ‘Tapestry’ AGM

Blue green leaves with dark centres. During the winter the leaves
become deep green. Pink flowers. Good in shade. PBR

HOSTA ‘American Halo’

Large grey leaves that are surrounded by a wide creamy- white margin.
White flowers.

HOSTA ‘Dark Shadows’

Large blue-green leaves edged with lighter green.

HOSTA ‘Fire and Ice’ AGM
Pure white leaves with a very dark green edge.
HOSTA ‘Francee’ AGM

An even white edge to the heart shaped dark green leaves.

HOSTA ‘Gold Edger’

Small greeny yellow pointed leaves.

HOSTA ‘Ground Master’

Green leaves, white-edged, on a small plant. Purple flowers.
HOSTA ‘Hanky Panky’

Narrow leaves with dark centres and creamy yellow edges. The colour
changes as the summer progresses.

HOSTA ‘Honeybells’
Green leaves. Scented white flowers.
HOSTA ‘Hydon Sunset’

Small rounded leaves on very tiny plant. Tall spires of purple flowers.
Needs some shade.

HOSTA ‘Inniswood’
Large, round, crinkled gold foliage with a wide green edge.
HOSTA ‘Krossa Regal’ AGM

Blue-grey leaves on tall petioles make this useful for cutting. Lilac
flowers.

HOSTA lancifolia

Small dark green pointed leaves and good lilac flowers in early autumn.
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HOSTA ‘Patriot’

A wide white edge on waxy leaves make this an eye- catching form.
HOSTA ‘Preying Hands’

Narrow upright leaves with a creamy margin.

HOSTA ‘Purple Heart’

Green leaves with a purple-red stem. Excellent in a pot.

HOSTA 'Raspberry Sundae'
Pure white leaves with a dark green margin. Purple Flowers

HOSTA ‘Shade Fanfare’

Pale green leaves edged with white. Lavender flowers. In sun the
leaves become yellow edged with white.

HOSTA ‘Sun and Substance’
Large golden green leaves.

HOSTA ‘Wide Brim’

Large, heart-shaped leaves with irregular yellow edges fading to
cream.

HOUTTUYNIA cordata

With heart-shaped leaves and pure white flowers this vigorous ground
cover plant is ideal for difficult positions. Much admired this summer in
our North facing border.

HYLOTELEPHIUM ‘Carl’ Formerly Sedum

Greeny-blue foliage and rosy-pink flowers. An excellent new sedum,
they are all useful in the autumn garden.

HYLOTELEPHIUM erythrostictum ‘Frosty Morn’ Formerly Sedum
Pale green leaves with a white edge, pale pink flowers

HYLOTELEPHIUM ‘Jose Aubergine’ Formerly Sedum

A new introduction with excellent dark foliage and dusky pink flowers
on strong upright stems. PBR

HYLOTELEPHIUM telephium ‘Matrona’ Formerly Sedum

Very large heads of pink flowers. A strong grower with upright stems
and green leaves becoming bronzy.

INULA hookeri

Attractive furry buds open to large pale yellow daisy flowers summer.
Makes good clumps in not too dry conditions.

IOCHROMA australe

Lilac blue hanging trumpets. Needs winter protection.
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IRIS chrysographes

Narrow upright foliage, indigo violet flowers marked with yellow. Needs
moisture and fertile conditions.

IRIS ‘Cleo’ (TB)
Large yellow and buff coloured flowers in June.

IRIS foetidissima
Strap-like evergreen leaves, seed pods split to expose scarlet seeds.

Good in shade
IRIS foetidissima var.lutescens

The seed was a present from Graham Rice. Same evergreen strap-
like foliage and orange seeds, but this form has buttercup yellow
flowers.

IRIS x fulvala

A cross between I. fulva and I. brevicaulis. Purple-red flowers, larger
than I. fulva and spreading when not too dry.

IRIS fulva

Beautiful small terracotta flowers in mid-summer. Rather lax narrow
leaves. Happiest with some moisture.

IRIS x robusta ‘Gerald Darby’

Wonderful purple bases to the leaves. Elegant flowers of bluish-purple
in early summer. Not too dry conditions.

IRIS graminea

Dark green foliage which almost hides the rosy-purple and blue
flowers. Smells of hot plums.

IRIS ‘Holden Clough’

A hybrid between I. chrysographes and I. pseudacorus. The yellow
flowers are heavily netted with brown. Very unusual.

IRIS lazica

Broad green evergreen leaves. Lavender flowers in March but ours
flowered in November this year. Does not need such dry conditions as
I. unguicularis.

IRIS pallida 'Argentea Variegata'

Pale lavender blue flowers, white striped leaves. Best in sun.

IRIS pallida ‘Aurea Variegata’
The yellow striped form of this sun-loving iris.
IRIS pseudocorus ‘Creme de la Créme’

Beautiful creamy white flowers veined with purple. An unusual flag iris,
best with some moisture.
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IRIS pseudacorus ‘Variegata’

The form of Yellow Flag with wonderful yellow striped leaves in spring.
The usual yellow flowers in early summer.

IRIS sibirica ‘Emperor’
A good dark purplish blue.
IRIS sibirica ‘Lady Vanessa’

Well we had to stock this! Velvety-purple falls, pale purple standards.

IRIS sibirica ‘Papillon’
Soft pale blue flowers for early summer.
IRIS sibirica ‘Shirley Pope’ AGM

Ruffled petals of vibrant purplish-red in early summer

IRIS sibirica ‘Silver Edge’ AGM

Beautiful flowers of a mid-blue, the petals edged with silver. Flowering
in early summer.

IRIS sibirica ‘Sparkling Rose’
As near pink as any of the I. sibiricas.
IRIS sibirica ‘Tropic Night’

Reasonably large flowers of blue-violet. A tall plant with blue flowers in
summer. The flowers are held well above the leaves unlike some
forms. Needs some moisture.

IRIS sibirica ‘White Swirl’

A late flowering form with large white flowers.

IRIS ‘Sugar’ (IB)

Ivory with pale yellow markings and a white beard.

IRIS versicolor var. kermesina

A robust, clump forming iris with reddish purple flowers in summer.
Needs moisture.
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KALIMERIS yomena ‘Shogun’

Excellent variegated foliage throughout the summer topped with small
pinky-mauve daisy flowers in autumn.

KIRENGESHOMA palmata Koreana group

Needing lime free soil this is a woodlander which needs good soil to
produce the butter yellow thick-petalled flowers in early autumn.

KNAUTIA macedonica
Deep crimson scabious-type flowers in summer.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Bees Lemon’

Narrow heads densely studded with lemon yellow flowers in late
summer.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Ice Queen’

Green and cream flowers in autumn. Easy

KNIPHOFIA ‘Jenny Bloom’
Narrow spikes of cream and coral. Beautiful in July.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Mango Popsicle’
Low growing with slender orange flowers in late summer. PBR
KNIPHOFIA ‘Moonstone’

Deep cream buds develop into cream flowers on bronzy stems.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Nancy’s Red’

Slender heads of brick-red buds opening to spires of pure red on this
low growing form. Well drained conditions.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Percy’s Pride’

Large spikes of greeny -yellow flowers which fade to cream.

KNIPHOFIA ‘Pineapple Popsicle’

Creamy yellow spikes most of the summer, grassy green foliage. PBR

KNIPHOFIA ‘Tawny King’

Tawny brown buds open to creamy flowers on dark bronze stems.
Vigorous and easy. Flowers in autumn.

LAMIUM maculatum ‘Beacon Silver’
Silver leaves with a narrow green edge, Pink flowers.

LAMPROCAPNOS spectabilis

Rosy-red flowers conjuring up names such as Bleeding Hearts. Good,
bright green foliage.
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LAMPROCAPNOS spectabilis ‘Alba’

Wonderful white form.

LAMPROCAPNOS spectabilis ‘Goldheart’

Excellent yellow foliage in the spring. The usual pink flowers in early
summer. The foliage does fade as summer proceeds. PBR

LATHYRUS vernus

A delightful plant flowering in May with either pink or mauve pea
flowers.

LEPTINELLA squalida

Bronze tinted, deeply cut leaves make a flat evergreen carpet.
LEUCANTHEMELLA serotina

A wonderful plant in October, covered with large white green-eyed
daisies on stiff branching stems. Large pots.

LIBERTIA formosa

Good clumps of evergreen foliage. Sprays of white flowers in early
summer. Needs sun and good drainage.

LIBERTIA ixioides ‘Taupo Sunset’

Green, yellow and orange stripes. White flowers. Needs sun and good
drainage. PBR

LIGULARIA ‘Brit-Marie Crawford’

Similar to L. ‘Desdemona’, with the same orange flowers in late
summer but darker brown leaves. An improvement. PBR

LIGULARIA ‘Osiris Fantaisie’

Deeply serrated deep green leaves, dark maroon underneath. Golden
yellow flowers. Compact.

LIGULARIA ‘The Rocket’

Almost black stems and dark green foliage ending in narrow spires of
yellow flowers. Needs moisture.

LIGUSTICUM lucidum

Feathery foliage in a neat clump. Large white cow parsley flowers.
Fragrant. Monocarpic

LIRIOPE muscari

Excellent evergreen grassy leaves, dense spikes of violet flowers in
autumn. Does well in semi-shade.

LIRIOPE muscari ‘Okina’

Ghostly white variegated foliage in spring which becomes green as
summer progresses. Purple flowers in autumn. Evergreen. Good in
shade.
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LIRIOPE spicata ‘Silver Dragon’ Syn. ‘Gin-ryn’

Thick evergreen clumps of silver and white narrow foliage. Violet- blue
flowers in autumn.

LOBELIA ‘Compton Pink’

Lovely pale pink flowers with a deep pink centre. Late summer
LOBELIA siphilitica

Clear blue flowers for most of the summer. Hardy.

LOBELIA x speciosa ‘Tania’

This form with deep crimson flowers seems hardy here.
LOBELIA x speciosa ‘Hadspen Purple’

Stunning deep-purple flowers on a compact upright plant. Much
admired in the garden and hardy here. PBR

LOBELIA X speciosa 'Pink Elephant’ NEW AGM
Strong pink flowers in late summer. Not too dry conditions.

LUNARIA rediviva AGM

Perennial Honesty. Lilac flowers followed by elliptical papery seed
pods.

LYCHNIS coronaria Atrosanguinea Group

The magenta form, permanent grey foliage, single magenta flowers
from mid-summer to the frosts.

LYCHNIS coronaria ‘Gardener’s World’

Dark magenta flowers in late summer. Grey foliage and sterile so no
seeding problems.

LYCHNIS coronaria Occulata Group

From an evergreen clump of grey woolly foliage rise stem supporting
flowers which open with a pink eye and fade to rose.

LYCHNIS floscuculi ‘Jenny’

Double form of the native ragged robin. Tousled tops of sugar- pink for
most of the summer. PBR

LYCHNIS ‘Petite Henri’

Shaggy double white flowers on compact plants

LYCHNIS yunnanensis

Dense sprays of bright pink flowers on humerous thick stems.

LYSIMACHIA ciliata ‘Firecracker’ AGM

Dark brown leaves contrast well with the usual yellow flowers in July.

LYSIMACHIA ephemerum AGM

Greyish leaves, elegant spires of white flowers in a tidy clump. Summer
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LYTHRUM salicaria ‘Blush’ AGM
A pale pink form of this useful August flowering plant.
LYTHRUM salicaria ‘Feuerkerze’ AGM

Intense rosy-red flowers. Lythrums are useful in flowering in July/Aug,
giving relief from the many yellows at that time.

LYTHRUM salicaria ‘Swirl’ AGM

Clouds of small red-pink flowers in summer.

MAIANTHEMUM racemosum formerly Smilacina racemosa

Fresh arching branches with fluffy cream flowers Apr-Jun. Ornamental
berries start cream turn blinding red.

MATTHIOLA fruticulosa subsp.perennis

Perennial stock. Grey foliage. Needs sun and good drainage.
Evergreen. White scented flowers.

MELIANTHUS major AGM
Beautiful grey-green foliage. Best given winter protection.

MENTHA longifolia Buddleia Mint Group

Furry grey leaves, flowers in dense spikes of mauve, much loved by
bees.

MENTHA sauveolens ‘Variegata’

Variegated form of Apple Mint.

MENTHA x gracilis

Ginger mint. Solid flecked foliage. Runs.

MENTHA x villosa var. alopecuroides Bowles’s Mint

Apple scented round hairy leaves. Runs like all mints. Best variety for
mint sauce.

MERTENSIA virginica AGM

Clump of grey-green leaves above which rise stems carrying blue bell-
shaped flowers in spring.

MITELLA breweri

Like a small Tiarella. Round green leaves with greenish flowers.
Spreads quickly in cool moist soil.

MONARDA 'Bee Lieve' NEW

Deep maroon buds opening to pale pink flowers on a bushy plant. No
mildew variety. Bee and butterfly plant.PBR

MONARDA citrodora
A tall vigorous form, flowering early with lavender flowers.

MONARDA ‘Gardenview Scarlet’ AGM

A strong growing form from America with large scarlet flowers.
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MONARDA ‘Pink Lace’
Dwarf form with bright pink flowers in summer. PBR
MONARDA ‘Purple Lace’

Purple-red flowers on this new variety, did wonderfully well in the
garden and flowered for weeks. PBR

MONARDA ‘Mahogany’
Deep reddish-brown flowers.

MONARDA ‘Sagittarius’

Dark lilac flowers, again this is a mildew resistant form flowering in July
and August.

MONARDA ‘Schneewitchen’

White form. All monardas are good bee plants and flower in late
summer.

MONARDA ‘Scorpion’
Purple stems topped with red-purple flowers and purple bracts.
MORINA longifolia

Forms a rosette of prickly leaves above which rise stems
carrying whorls of pink flowers. Needs a well-drained position. Much
admired in our gravel.

NECTAROSCORDUM siculum

This used to be classified as Allium and has larger heads of drooping
greenish-red flowers in May. Excellent turret-like seed heads.

NEPETA govaniana

Yellow flowered catmint. Erect growing, in flower for many weeks.
Needs semi-shade and moisture.

NEPETA grandiflora ‘Dawn to Dusk’

Soft pink flowers with dusky purple calyces make this a delight.

NEPETA longpipes

(syn. ‘Leeds Castle’ )Large spires of lavender flowers combined with
grey foliage make this an attractive mid- summer plant.

NEPETA nervosa ‘Blue Moon’

Short stems with large spikes of blue flowers. Spreading.

NEPETA racemosa ‘Snowflake’

Low growing with numerous spikes of white flowers in summer

NEPETA racemosa ‘Walker’s Low’ AGM

Very bushy and an improvement on the usual sprawl. Blue- mauve
flowers in the early summer. Gives a second crop if cut down.

NEPETA subsessilis

Loose heads of mid-blue flowers on this clump forming variety.
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NIPPONANTHEMUM nipponicum
Dark green leaves and single white daisy flowers in autumn.

NONEA lutea

The nearest relative to Pulmonarias, this has a basal clump of rough
leaves and pale yellow flowers. Biennial, but self-seeds every year.

OPHIOPOGON planiscapus ‘Nigrescens’

Evergreen strap-like leaves, almost black. Good in gravel where the
leaves show up well.

PACHYPHRAGMA macrophyllum

Large glossy round leaves and white cress-like flowers in spring.
Evergreen. Best in shade and fertile soil.

PAEONIA lactiflora ‘Bouchela’
Large deep rose-pink very double flowers.

PAEONIA lactiflora ‘Bowl of Beauty’
Fragrant soft pink single flowers.

PAEONIA lactiflora ‘Flame’

Fiery red single flowers.

PAEONIA lactiflora ‘White Wings’

Single, with ruffled white flowers. Evergreen.

PAPAVER atlanticum NEW
Semi-double orange flowers, seeds happily in our gravel.

PAPAVER orientale ‘Manhatten’

Lavender-rose flowers, part of the New York series which have much
longer lasting foliage.

PAPAVER orientale ‘Patty’s Plum’
Only a few of this desirable dirty plum coloured poppy.

PEROVSKIA ‘Blue Spire'

Finely cut grey foliage, wonderful spikes of lavender-blue flowers in
early autumn. The foliage is aromatic.

PERSICARIA affinis ‘Darjeeling Red’

Thick carpet of evergreen foliage, spikes of soft pink flowers age to
deep red. Excellent ground cover.

PERSICARIA amplexicaulis ‘Golden Arrow’

Lance shaped golden leaves, narrow spikes of dark red flowers. Lovely
look in shade.

PERSICARIA amplexicaulis ‘Rosea’

A large vigorous clump of leaves is topped by narrow spikes of pale
pink flowers from mid-summer to the frosts.
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PERSICARIA amplexicaulis ‘Taurus’

A great improvement on ‘Firetail’, much larger flower heads of the
same strong red but flowers throughout the summer and into autumn

PERSICARIA bistorta ‘Superba’
Large leaves and pink pokers in early summer. Needs moist conditions.

PERSICARIA campanulata

Attractive ribbed leaves. Clusters of tiny pink bells from late summer
onwards. Spreading and moisture loving.

PERSICARIA microcephala ‘Red Dragon’

Purplish-red foliage with a central splash of plum. Small white flowers.
An excellent plant throughout summer. Needs sun. PBR

PERSICARIA microcephala ‘Silver Dragon’

Pointed leaves are silver with a bronze centre and edges. Non- running
with small insignificant white flowers. Good foliage plant. PBR

PERSICARIA ‘Purple Fantasy’

Heart-shaped green leaves marked with a maroon arrow in the centre.
Small white flowers. Good foliage plant.

PERSICARIA virginiana ‘Painter’s Palette’

Broad leaves with ivory-yellow stripes, pink splashes and a brown V.
Best with shelter from the wind and fertile soil.
PETASITES albus

Large round green leaves with grey undersides. Small white daisy
flowers in early spring. Very vigorous.

PETASITES var. giganteus ‘Nishiki-buki’

Large round excellently variegated yellow leaves. Flowers not great but
a wonderful running foliage plant.

PHLOMIS tuberosa ‘Amazone’

Spires of pinky-lilac, reminiscent of a sage. Summer.
PHLOX x arendsii ‘Luc’s Lilac’

Large heads of tiny lilac flowers, strong, upright and very fragrant.
PHLOX carolina ‘Bill Baker’

Large heads of pink flowers in early summer. The glossy foliage tends
to be evergreen.

PHLOX carolina ‘Miss Lingard’

Another mildew-free form, this has white flowers with a pinkish yellow
eye in July.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Balmoral’

Rosy-lavender flowers.
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PHLOX paniculata ‘Blue Paradise’
Fragrant flowers of violet-blue with a purple eye. Flowers in August.
PHLOX paniculata ‘Franz Schubert’

Lilac blue flowers, an easy colour in the border.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Monica Lynden-Bell’

Pale pink flowers but the main attraction is the wonderful scent.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Mount Fuji’

A very good white phlox with large heads.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Nicky’

Bright magenta scented flowers in July and August.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Norah Leigh’

Wonderful white variegation on this form. The flowers are mauve.
Needs good soil.

PHLOX paniculata ‘Otley Choice’

A bright rosy-red flower in late summer.
PHLOX paniculata ‘Starfire’

Dark red foliage and bright red flowers.
PHLOX paniculata ‘Usepekh’

A vigorous form, purple flowers with a white edge.

PHUOPSIS stylosa

Bright green, finely divided foliage over which stand round, pink
pincushions, stuck with pink pins.

PHYSTOSTEGIA virginiana

The obedient plant with spikes of mauve-pink flowers in late summer.

PODOPHYLLUM peltatum

A woodlander, needing moist fertile soil. One large lobed leaf, the
nodding cream flowers followed by a rosy fruit. Vigorous.

PODOPHYLLUM ‘Spotty Dotty’

Wonderful pale green leaves heavily spotted with mahogany. Large
garnet flowers. A woodlander. PBR

POLEMONIUM ‘Bressingham Purple’

Dark purple foliage topped with blue flowers in mid-summer
POLEMONIUM ‘Lambrook Mauve’

A mound of pale green, deeply cut leaves and large mauve flowers in
early summer. Does not set seed so is not a huisance

POLEMONIUM reptans ‘Sonia’s Bluebell’

An excellent early summer flowering variety with large blue flowers.

The usual strawberry-type leaves, very dark red flowers.
POTENTILLA ‘Esta Ann’

Arching stems with bright yellow flowers with red centres in mid-
summer. Easy.

POTENTILLA ‘Flambeau’

Very dark red double flowers

POTENTILLA megalantha

Low mounds of silky grey-green leaves, bright yellow flowers in early
summer. Easy.

POTENTILLA recta pallida

Grown from seed so the pale yellow flowers will vary slightly.
POTENTILLA ‘Ron McBeath’

Single carmine pink flowers with dark centres.

POTENTILLA rupestris
Pure white flowers with yellow eye. Good tuft of pinnate leaves. June.
POTENTILLA ‘William Rollinson’ AGM

Orange-red flowers with a yellow reverse.

PRUNELLA grandiflora

Deep purple flower spikes above a carpet of dark green evergreen
leaves.

PRUNELLA grandiflora ‘Loveliness’

Spikes of soft lavender above a carpet of dark green evergreen leaves.
Good bee plant.

An American introduction with narrow dark leaves, lightly spotted
foliage, loose heads of dark blue. Clump forming.

PULMONARIA longifolia spp. longifolia
Very narrow spotted leaves will survive more sun than most.
PULMONARIA mollis

Very large leaves, dark green and softly hairy. The flowers are bluish
purple.

PULMONARIA ‘Blauer Hugel’

Narrow foliage, lightly spotted, good blue flowers. This is a low growing
form that forms a tight clump.

PULMONARIA ‘Blue Ensign’

Probably the best dark blue, upright and vigorous. The dark green,
unspotted leaves die back to overwintering buds.

PULMONARIA ‘Cotton Cool’

Quite narrow leaves completely silver and rather upright. Pink-blue
flowers in tight heads. A few only

PULMONARIA ‘Diana Clare’

Excellent longifolia hybrid with wider leaves almost completely silver.
Violet-blue flowers.

PULMONARIA ‘Little Star’

Dark green lance shaped leaves with few silver spots. Large bright blue
flowers.

PULMONARIA ‘Majeste’

Very silvery leaves on this French pulmonaria. Pink and violet flowers
and best in shade.

PULMONARIA ‘Mary Mottram’

This plant was grown by Mary Mottram in her Devon Nursery and
named in her memory. Excellent frosted silver leaves and blue-mauve
flowers..A few only

PULMONARIA ‘Miss Elly’

Upright large green leaves with few spots Clear blue flowers. From
Coen Jansen

Well spotted narrow foliage and dark pink flowers PBR
PULMONARIA ‘Roy Donaldson’

Narrow well spotted foliage, pale blue flowers in tight heads

PULMONARIA rubra

Evergreen, light green leaves. Coral-red flowers in February. Strong
growing

PULMONARIA rubra ‘David Ward’

Grey-green leaves edged with cream. The usual coral-red flowers. |
find this difficult. Needs shelter from sun and wind, and feeding well.

PULMONARIA saccharata ‘Dora Bielefeld’
Dull pink flowers, well spotted leaves.

PULMONARIA ‘St Anne’s’
Flowers early. Plain hairy leaves and purple flowers.

PULMONARIA ‘Samourai’ AGM

A new form with large, narrow completely silver foliage and purple-blue
flowers

PULMONARIA ‘Silver Bouquet’

Slender silvered foliage, usual pink flowers aging to blue. PBR
PULMONARIA ‘Sissinghurst White’ AGM

Evergreen spotted leaves. White flowers held well above the leaves. It
has now been decided that this is a hybrid not officinalis

PULMONARIA ‘Stillingfleet Meg’

Named for my eldest daughter, | am delighted to be able to offer this
much admired form. Dark green sparsely spotted leaves, clear pink
flowers.

PULMONARIA ‘Trevi Fountain’
Leaves heavily spotted and bright lavender-blue flowers. Vigorous
PULMONARIA ‘Victorian Broach’

Round leaves, well spotted. Magenta flowers in spring.
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RANUNCULUS aconitifolius ‘Flore Pleno’

Exquisite tiny double, pure white buttercups, on branching stems. Early
summer.

RANUNCULUS acris ‘Flore Pleno’

The meadow buttercup with small double yellow flowers in early June.
Makes a clump, does not run.

REINECKEA carnea

| have seen that this flowers in early spring but as | write in November |
can find pale pink flowers nestling in the narrow upright green leaves.
Good in shade.

RHEUM ‘Ace of Hearts’

A small form with heart-shaped leaves and tall spikes of tiny pink
flowers.

RHEUM kialense

Dwarf ornamental rhubarb. Heart-shaped leaves. Pale pink sprays of
tiny flowers in early summer.

RHEUM palamatum 'Atrosanguineum’

New rhubarb type foliage in purple. The undersides stay purple
throughout the summer. Tall spires of red flowers in early summer. Not
too dry conditions.

RODGERISIA ‘Irish Bronze'

Shiny foliage opens chocolate brown in the spring and fades to green.
Pink flowers in summer. Needs sun to colour well.
RODGERSIA podophylla

Excellent leaves like a chestnut leaf, bronze in the spring fading during
the summer. The leaves are better than the flowers. Good autumn
colour. Best in damp shade.

ROMNEYA coulteri
Greyish foliage, large single white flowers in summer. Runs if happy.

RUDBECKIA deamii

Upright stems with vivid yellow flowers with black central cones
RUDBECKIA maxima

A rosette of large upright glaucous leaves much loved by snails, from
which rise tall stems topped with yellow cones. Needs some moisture
and feeding. Very eye-catching.

RUDBECKIA occidentalis ‘Green Wizard’
Green petalled flowers, especially for flower arrangers.
RUDBECKIA subtomentosa

Clear yellow flowers with a black centre in late summer. From wild
collected seed.

RUDBECKIA subtomentosa ‘Henry Ellers’

Bright yellow flowers, petals are rolled to give a quill appearance.
Autumn flowering. Excellent to pick.
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SALVIA forskaohlei

Large hairy basal leaves from which rise the stems carrying purplish
blue flowers with a white throat. Perennial. Needs sun.

SALVIA glutinosa

A strong growing plant with large hairy leaves and yellow flowers. Good
in shade.

SALVIA x sylvestris ‘Rose Queen’

Bushy plant with aromatic foliage and spikes of dark buds opening to
rose pink. Sun.

SALVIA nemorosa ‘Caradonna’

Erect, with dark purple stems and spikes of violet-blue in summer.
Needs dry conditions and sun.

SAMBUCUS ebulus

The only herbaceous form of Elder. The flowers and berries are the
same but this has running roots and disappears in winter.

SANGUISORBA canadensis

Tall white spikes in late summer. Lovely autumn colour on the foliage
and flower spikes.

SANGUISORBA menziesii
Deep maroon-red bottle brushes above glaucous foliage.

SANGUISORBA obtusa

Grey pinnate foliage, large bottle brush flowers of a beautiful deep pink.
SANGUISORBA officinalis ‘Pink Tanna’

Small bottle brush flowers of rose pink. Mid-summer.

SANGUISORBA tenuifolia var. alba

A mound of beautiful pinnate green foliage from which arise slender
stems topped with long fluffy white flowers.

SANTOLINA rosmarinifolia 'Lemon Fizz'

Finely cut evergreen, golden foliage on a compact plant. Yellow
flowers. Sun and good drainage.

SAXIFRAGA x urbium ‘London Pride’
Evergreen rosettes, pretty filmy pink flowers.
SCABIOSA incisa 'Kudo'

Large pink scabious flowers from spring onward. Excellent bee plant for
sun.

SCABIOSA incisa ‘Kudo White’

Compact and covered with white flowers most of the summer. Bee
magnet.
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SCHIZOSTYLUS coccinea ‘Wilfred H Bryant’ See HESPERANTHA.

SCROPOLIA carniolica

This was collected by Will McLewin in Yugoslavia. The flowers are
yellow inside, brownish-purple on the outside. Needs moist semi-
shade and creeps by fleshy rhizomes. Flowers in April.

SCROPHULARIA auriculata ‘Variegata’

Marvellous evergreen rosette of foliage splashed with cream, above
which rise good strong stems, flowers best removed. Not too dry
conditions.

SEDUM ‘Carl’ see Hylotelephium

SEDUM erythrostictum ‘Frosty Morn’ see Hylotelephium

SEDUM ‘Jose Aubergine’ see Hylotelephium

SEDUM telephium ‘Matrona’ see Hylotelephium
SENECIO ‘Angel Wings’

Large silver leaves make this very eye-catching. Needs winter
protection. PBR

SIDALCEA candida

Good spikes of white flowers in summer. Rather like a small Hollyhock.

SIDALCEA °‘Elsie Heugh’

These are very useful plants flowering in August and elegantly upright.
This form has rose-pink coloured flowers.

SILENE dioica ‘Clifford Moor’

Cream edge to the dark green leaves. Deep pink single flowers. Found
by a local herb nursery.

SILENE fimbriata

Like the common white campion but the flowers have fringed petals
and are backed by large baggy calyces. Much admired in late May.

SILENE ‘Firefly’

Magenta pink double flowers in early summer, ideal for the cottage
garden look. PBR

SILENE ‘Rollie’s Favourite’

Compact form of common native campion, flowers from April onwards,
very free flowering. PBR

SINACALIA tangutica

Clouds of scented yellow flowers on tall blackish stems in autumn.
Excellent fluffy seed heads. Not dry conditions. Can run if happy.
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SISYRINCHIUM striatum
Iris-like leaves, spires of cream flowers. Needs good drainage.

SISYRINCHIUM striatum ‘Aunt May’

Good form with cream edges to the leaves.

SMILACINA racemosa see Maianthemum racemosum

SOLIDAGO x luteus ‘Lemore’
Tiny light yellow daisies in loose heads. Flowers in July and August.

STACHYS byzantina ‘Silver Carpet’

Excellent silver ground cover without the sometimes dingy spikes of
flowers.

STACHYS macrantha

Large dark green leaves and whorls of pinky-mauve flowers make this
old fashioned cottage plant useful as ground cover.

STACHYS monieri ‘Hummelo’

Pretty rose pink flower spikes above crinkly foliage from early summer
until autumn.

STROBILANTHES attenuata

We are delighted that Wisley has been able to name this excellent low
spreading plant. Blue flowers in autumn, very similar to S.
atropurpurea.

STROBILANTHES nutans

Similar to S. attenuate, but with large clusters of drooping trumpet
shaped white flowers in autumn. Needs sun and good drainage.

STROBILANTHES wallichii

(Syn. S. atropurpureum) The leaves have a violet hue and the
violet-blue flowers in September. Best in sun. Spoilt by late frost but
always recovers.

STYLOPHORUM lasiocarpum

A woodland plant with dandelion like leaves and yellow single flowers
most of the summer. Good seed heads.

SYMPHYOTRICUM ‘Climax’ formerly Aster
Large bunches of single Spode-blue flowers.
SYMPHYOTRICHUM ‘Little Carlow’ formerly Aster

Stiff stems ending in large clusters of mid-blue, small flowers. Long
flowering from September to November.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM ericoides ‘Cinderella’ formerly Aster

Wonderful in the garden in October, covered with tiny white flowers
which fade to pink.
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SYMPHYOTRICHUM ericoides ‘Ringdove’ formerly Aster AGM

Clouds of tiny, pale, rosy-mauve flowers in early autumn.

SYMPHYOTRICUM laevis ‘Arcturus’ formerly Aster

A very strong growing Aster, with dark stems and blue flowers in
October.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM lateriflorum ‘Lady in Black’ formerly Aster

Very similar to A.’Prince’ only much taller with very dark foliage in the
spring.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM lateriflorum horizontalis formerly Aster

Bush like plants, the horizontal stems covered with white flowers with
pink stamens and dark bronzy-green foliage, this is eye- catching.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Alma Potschke’ formerly Aster

Large rose-pink flowers in late summer. Large plants.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Barr’s Violet’
formerly Aster

Large amethyst flowers in October. A novae-angliae are not prone to
mildew.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Harrington’s Pink’

formerly Aster AGM

A soft clear pink, flowering in September. Large plants.
SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Herbstschnee’ formerly Aster

Pure white flowers in early autumn. Mildew free. Large plants.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Purple Dome’
formerly Aster

A dwarf variety of S. ‘Septemberrubin'(qv).

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novae-angliae ‘Septemberrubin’ formerly Aster

Large shaggy flowers of a bright ruby-red in October.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM novi-belgii ‘Vignem’ formerly Aster

| bought this in Holland but can find no trace of the name here. Rather
shaggy large flowers of a pretty pale lavender in early autumn.

SYMPHYOTRICHUM tradescantii formerly Aster
Tiny white daisies cover the wiry stems in late autumn.
SYMPHYANDRA ‘Paul Furse’

Long bells of soft blue on a running plant. A surprise in that it flowers in
autumn when most Campanulas are over.Peter Lewis says this is not a
Campanula — hence the change of name.
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SYMPHYTUM ‘Hidcote Pink’
Comfrey with pinkish flowers and evergreen foliage.
SYMPHYTUM ibericum (grandiflorum)

Dark hairy leaves, orange-tipped cream bells in spring, grows in any
soil, spreading. Evergreen.

SYNTHYRIS missurica var. stellata

Deep green leaves form a clump. Numerous spikes of blue- bell
shaped flowers in spring.

TELEKIA speciosa

Very large dark green leaves, strong stems topped with large yellow
daisies in the summer.

TELLIMA grandiflora rubra

Good evergreen ground cover. Sprays of greenish bells flushed with
pink, in the spring.

TEUCRIUM scorodonia ‘Binstead Gold’

Good evergreen basal foliage which starts yellow and fades to a soft
yellowish-green. Grown for its foliage rather than its sprays of small
white flowers.

TEUCRIUM viscidum ‘Lemon and Lime’

Yellow foliage, the leaves have a central green splash. Insignificant
flowers.

THALICTRUM aquilegifolia '"Nimbus White'

Compact with dark stems and clouds of fluffy white flowers in summer
THALICTRUM 'Black Stockings'

Fluffy, soft purple flowers on thick black stems

THALICTRUM ‘Elin’

Glaucous foliage, purple stems and masses of large purple flowers.
Sun.

THALICTRUM lucidum

Dark green leaves on strong stems. Yellow fluffy flowers in autumn.
Excellent for the back of the border.

THALICTRUM ‘Splendide White’

Masses of pure white flowers all summer. Wonderful here in the
garden. PBR

THERMOPSIS montana

If it didn’t run so much this would be a delight with yellow flowers, like a

lupin, in early summer.

TIARELLA ‘Angel Wings’

Dark green dissected foliage with dark brown midribs, pink buds open
white.
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TRADESCANTIA x andersoniana ‘Concord Grape’ AGM

A wonderful new tradescantia with grey foliage and violet flowers.
Looked lovely with the dark leaved heucheras this summer.

TRADESCANTIA x andersoniana ‘Innocence’
Pure white flowers, the usual grassy foliage.
TRADESCANTIA x andersoniana ‘Osprey’

White flowers with blue stamens from June until the autumn.

TRADESCANTIA ‘Blue and Gold’

Bright yellow foliage and deep blue flowers, should be a bright clump in
shade and a good new addition.

TRADESCANTIA ‘Perrine’s Pink’

Excellent blue-green foliage, clear pink flowers.
TRADESCANTIA ‘Red Grape’

Blue-grey foliage and bunches of shell-red flowers.

TRICYRTIS hirta ‘Albomarginata’

Hairy leaves edged with white. The flowers are white and heavily
spotted and are borne on the axils of the leaves. Needs shade, flowers
in autumn.

TRICYRTIS hirta ‘Miyazaki’

Pale mauve flowers with purple spotting. Excellent late flowering shade
plant.

TRICYRTIS ‘White Towers’

Creamy-white unspotted flowers nestle in alternate leaves. Best in
some sun.

TRIFOLIUM repens ‘Green Ice’

A dark centre, surrounded by pale green, make the leaves attractive
and the white flowers are a bonus.

TRIFOLIUM rubens

Large heads of pinkish red above leaves covered with silvery hairs. An
excellent upright clover.

TROLLIUS europaeus

Exquisite yellow globe flowers in early summer. A British native.
TROLLIUS chinensis ‘Golden Queen’ AGM

Different from most globe flowers in that the outer petals are globe
shaped but filled with large stamens. Flowers in late spring.

TULBAGHIA violacea ‘Silver Lace’ AGM

White edges to the grass-like foliage, pretty pink flowers all summer.
Needs well drained conditions.
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VALERIANA phu ‘Aurea’

This is unusual in that most yellow-leaved plants need shade but this
needs sun for the leaves to colour in spring. Undistinguished flowers.

VANCOUVERIA hexandra

Pretty leaves and sprays of airy white flowers in spring.

VERBENA bonariensis AGM

A tall rather spindly plant topped with a tuft of lavender flowers in early
autumn. Large plants.

VERBENA hastata

Flowering in late summer and into the autumn, this is a useful upright
plant. The narrow spikes are set with small purple flowers. We shall
also have pink and white forms.

VERBENA hastata ‘Alba’

Tall spires studded with tiny white flowers in late summer.

VERBENA hastata ‘Rosea’
Tall spires studded with tiny pink flowers in late summer.
VERONICA longifolia

Very good spikes of blue in late summer.

VERONICA longifolia ‘Charlotte’

Grey green foliage edged with white. White flowers in fat spikes. Dead
head to prolong flowering. PBR
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VERONICA longifolia 'Marietta’
Chubby purply blue spikes with creamy stamens. Bee plant. PBR

VERONICA teucrium ‘Royal Blue’

Bright blue flowers in mid-summer.

VERONICASTRUM sibiricum ‘Red Arrows’

Reddish stems, spires of deep violet flowers in late summer. Available
late summer.

VERONICASTRUM virginicum 'Album’
Tall upright spikes of small white flowers in late summer.

VERONICASTRUM virginicum ‘Apollo’

Dark foliage and spikes of reddish purple flowers makes this useful in
the late summer border.

VERONICASTRUM virginicum ‘Erica’

Pale pink flowers opening from red buds. Excellent late summer plant

VERONICASTRUM virginicum ‘Fascination’

Bluey-mauve flowers in dense spikes above whorls of green leaves.
Elegant in late summer

VERONICASTRUM virginicum ‘Pink Glow’
Rosy pink flower.
VIOLA ‘Belmont Blue’

Syn. ‘Boughton Blue’. Dense clumps of foliage masses of starry blue
flowers most of the summer

VIOLA cornuta ‘Wisley White’

Floriferous form covered with chalk white flowers for most of the
summer.

WALDSTEINIA ternata

Thick evergreen mats that grow anywhere, bright yellow strawberry
flowers in spring.
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
